Rationale
• Response to the need for concerted action 
• All 14 CPF members engaged



Facts

• Deforestation, forest degradation & other 
forest changes: 17.4 % of emissions

• 5.8 Gt carbon dioxide equivalent/year 
• Deforestation = 13 million ha/a, but net 

loss slowing
• Major cause in agriculture expansion
• Progress made in SFM but more needed



CPF conveys 
6 key messages 

attached to the broad concept  of 
sustainable forest management 

(SFM)



Message 1: SFM provides an effective 
framework for mitigation and adaptation

• Forests are more than 
carbon

• SFM is a robust 
framework

• Secures range of forest 
products and services 
(biodiversity, water, 
livelihoods) 



Message 2: Mitigation and adaptation measures 
should proceed concurrently

• Policy approaches 
should particularly 
address the needs of 
poor

• Objectives are 
interlinked 



Message 3: Inter-sectoral collaboration, 
economic incentives & alternative livelihoods 

needed to reduce 
deforestation and forest degradation

• A/R
• Restore 

degraded 
forests

• Use wood-
based biofuels

--> Increase revenues and 
employment, thus economic 
alternatives to forest 
conversion



Message 3: cont’d...

• REDD and SFM must be 
integrated into 

– national development strategies 
– land-use planning
– national forest programmes

• Implementation will require 
significant start-up funds 
and sustainable financing

• Coordination needed at all 
levels, especially national



Message 4: Capacity-building and governance 
reforms are urgently required

• Incentives will work if  
preconditions are met 

• Clear  property rights 
&  good forest 
governance



Message 5: Accurate forest monitoring helps 
decision-making but requires coordination

• Integrate carbon monitoring in existing efforts 
• Need for cost-effective information on a regular ba sis
• Deforestation and forest degradation data is weak
• Remote sensing is a complementary tool,                          

and needs further thought
• Stronger collaboration                                                  

is needed at all levels



Message 6: CPF members are committed 
to collaborative & comprehensive approach

CPF supports countries to 

• Implement SFM (build capacity)
• Eliminate unsustainable activities
• Integrate policy approaches
• Enhance forest monitoring and assessment 
• Improve science-policy interface
• Advance financing and private-sector investment
• Work together with other sectors
